Efficiency, efficiency, efficiency

It is not a secret that a foreign language is learned better when you live among the persons who speak that language. Interaction is the most efficient way to learn a foreign language. Still if you do not intend to move soon to the U.S.A., there are other solutions, too.

Find a fluent English speaker (even if he/she is not a foreigner) and spend a lot of time together trying to talk only in English. Step by step the musicality of the English language will become more and more familiar and you will acquire new words without even knowing it.

Thirdly, there are the multimedia means, especially movies and music in the English language, eventually subtitled. Get as many movies as possible and watch them again and again. It doesn’t matter the quality of the movie, what is important is for it to have a lot of dialogues and, eventually, to speak clearly (the Irish and Jamaican accents/dialects are not very useful in this stage of learning). Many people have learned the English language from cartoons and Dallas (when Cartoon Network was in English).

Fourthly, there are special CDs for learning foreign languages, like Rosseta Stone and Pimsleur which are pretty good but the price is definitely a disadvantage.

The reading is another way to practice the English language. Nowadays, besides libraries and bookshops you can find a lot of materials to read on the Internet. 

Also we mustn’t underestimate the power of the games in learning a foreign language. We strongly recommend the one which was released in September, 2006 by the Macmillan.

Last, but not least you must not forget what Edison said:

Trains and buses and planes go from Romania to Germany every day. Someday, you should hop on one and see Deutschland yourself. I have been to Germany several times and love its landscapes, people and ancient cities. Germany offers many attractions to visitors, with castles at every corner and charming cities.
Most people start tours of Germany in Frankfurt or Berlin. Berlin is a funky town with interesting history. Frankfurt is one of the busiest cities in Europe. From Frankfurt, my favorite place to go is Heidelberg. Heidelberg is a hip college town with a big castle overlooking a river. The castle has the world’s largest wine barrel. Perhaps the most famous German castle is Neuschwanstein. This is the castle that Walt Disney used as an example for Cinderella’s castle at Disneyland. 
After a steep hike up a mountainside in southern Bavaria near Munich, visitors find a beautiful view and an even more beautiful castle. Two castles, actually.
The first castle is a smaller, square yellow castle called the mother-in-law castle. The larger castle is a bit further up the trail. Ludwig II, the king who had all these castles built, managed to spend his family’s entire fortune — amassed over 900 years —in his short life. That’s a lot of money to spend really quickly! He wanted his life to be like a fairy tale.
Munich, another great German city, is another great place to visit. The city is famous for its ancient Glockenspiel, a coo-coo clock that puts on a big show every noon.
Another interesting, though sad, place to visit is Dachau, a former Nazi concentration camp. The camp is a solemn, quiet place. Some Jews were held at the camp, but mostly those who died within the gates were priests and political prisoners.  Though the gas chambers were never used, prisoners were killed by disease, too much work and not enough food. Pictures in the oven room show dead bodies stacked 2 meters high.
German food is not famous for its flavor, but there are some good things. The three most important things to eat in Germany are snitzel, apple strudels and pretzels, which are twisted bread. In Germany, pretzels are huge!
Christmas is a great time to visit Germany. City centers come alive with Christmas markets. Little stands sell toys and candy and gluehwein, which is similar to “vin fiert”.
I spent this past Christmas near Kaiserslautern on the American and NATO air force base at Ramstein. My cousin is in the military and flies planes around Europe. Kaiserslautern is a tough word to say so most Americans call it “K-Town.”
We went to a Christmas fair in Kaiserslautern, which is about 90 minutes west of Frankfurt. The fair was in the historic center, which dates from the 800’s. Also in the center is an old cathedral that survived World War II bombing, though the rest of the city was flattened.
Kaiserslautern was an important city in the Protestant Reformation. In 1635, Croatian troops of the Austrian Empire invaded the city. In three days, they murdered 3,000 of the 3,200 people who lived there. 
While Germany is a more expensive place to visit than most countries near Romania, it is well worth experiencing.
