Travel Columns Stockholm: The Venice of the North	


Cruising by boat through the Baltic 


Sea, one arrives at beautiful Stockholm. 


The city is known as the “Venice of 


the North,” so it only makes sense to 


arrive by boat. 


To me, Stockholm is the most 


beautiful city in Scandinavia. It is made 


up of 14 islands connected by boats and 


bridges. The city is safe, clean and 


sparkling, and the people are really good-looking, tall, blonde, fit and educated. Nearly 800,000 people live in Stockholm. 


According to Wikipedia, the city was 


founded at least by 1252. The oldest part of Stockholm is Gamla Stan. The Old Town has medieval streets that narrow and winding. Mansions, palaces and churches are squeezed among restaurants and souvenir shops. 


The oldest building is the Riddarholmskyrkan church but maybe the best known one is the Stockholm City Hall, built from 1911-1923. It is here in the Blue Room that Nobel Prizes — except the Nobel Peace Prize — are presented. Oddly, the Blue Room is not blue at all. There are golden murals depicting world history. One scene that caught my attention showed American symbols such as the Statue of Liberty. The city also has 70 museums of all varieties. 


One of the singular attractions of Stockholm is the Ice Bar, which is what the name says, a bar made from ice. Not only is the bar of ice, but also the drink glasses, the tables and the chairs. Fortunately, the entrance fee includes mittens and parkas to keep you warm as you sip exotic drinks with local ingredients like lindonberry and cloudberry juice. Stay away from cloudberries, which look like orange raspberries but taste like nasty medicine. 


There are restaurants with food from all over the world, but if you want to try some local food, give caribou a taste. It is a red meat somewhat similar to deer. 


A short boat ride from Stockholm brings visitors to the island of Lovon and the Royal Palace Drottningholm, the primary home to the Swedish royal family. The palace has fantastic gardens, grand rooms, a church and a theater. 


Though Stockholm is one of the more costly cities to visit and to stay in, it is also one of the easiest to travel in with its metro system, boats and trains. 


Sweden’s endless frigid winter nights may not make it an ideal winter destination, but it’s fantastic summer spot thanks to its perfect temperature (20 to 25 degrees) and long days leaving plenty of time for sightseeing. It does rain a lot but that also keeps the city fresh and green. 


The most popular sports to watch are soccer (notable teams AIK, Hammarby IF and Djurgardens IF) and ice hockey (Djurgardens IF). There is also plenty of shopping. From Stockholm, if you can stand to leave, you can take a ferry to 


Helsinki, Finland or Tallinn, Estonia.
